#2. Church Picnic—October 22

beginning at 11 with lunch at 12.  HBC is providing 
fried Chicken & Bar-b-que.  Each family is asked to 
bring the “fixins” of your choice.  The need for fel-
lowship in these tough times is more important than 
we realize.  So mark you calendar, bring the family, 
enjoy the fellowship. 

#4. October 30— Annual Bon Fire Service   

   Each year Donnie & Lou invite us to their home at 2721 Gilbert Lane here in Paducah for a Bon Fire Ser-
vice.  We have the service in the large garage, start up a BIG Bon Fire (and a smaller one to cook hot dogs 
and roast marsh mellows). Everyone brings either a pot of chili, package of hot dogs or some cookies or 
chips.

    We have underlined and highlighted the words in verse 7 … Every man according as he purposeth in 

his heart, so let him give;  This was an offering above the tithe.  Such offerings are taught as being for 
the poor, or special needs and for missions.  For 49 years I personally have been involved in giving by 
faith and making a promise, knowing God will provide. If we  1. get excited about giving (notice the 

word “cheerful in verse 7); 2. seeing the need we “purpose”, plan to give;  3; As we give, read verse 
6, God will provide abounding grace,  that will be sufficient for every good work, read verse 8.
